Although the Classical Era lasted for only 70 years, there was a substantial
change in the music that was being produced. Classical music placed a
greater stress on clarity with regard to melodic expression and instrumental
color. Although opera and vocal music (both sacred and secular) were still
being written, orchestral literature was performed on a much broader basis.
The orchestra gained more color and flexibility as clarinets, flutes, oboes,
and bassoons became permanent members of the orchestra.

The classical style was dominated by homophony which consisted of a
single melodic line and an accompaniment. New forms of composition were
developed to adapt to this style. The most important of these forms was the
sonata which was in instrumental music. This form continued to change
and evolve throughout the classical period, and it is important to note that
the classical sonata was very different from the sonatas written by Baroque
composers.
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
