* During the semester, students will attend at least one concert and write a brief research paper on the performance and repertoire. The instructor’s approval of the concert is required before attending it.  It is strongly suggested that you attend a campus concert either by the NVCC Choir, Band, Jazz Ensemble or Officially sponsored concert.  You must include a program of the concert, or at least a complete list of what was played and who played it.
**Any student that has an “A” average by the last class will be exempt from the final


Class attendance is required.  Participation in class discussion is an important criterion in the final grade.  Quizzes cannot be repeated; absent students receive zero credit for any quizzes missed.  The course finishes with a cumulative final exam. Students are encouraged to view their current grade after any class session.

Students with physical disabilities who require accommodations must contact the College Health Office. Students with learning disabilities who may require accommodations must contact the Office for Students with Learning Disabilities. After disclosing, students are urged to discuss their needs with individual instructors. This should be done at the beginning of each semester. Class Cancellation Procedure:  If class is cancelled or delayed because of weather, the College website and certain radio and television stations will carry an announcement. Academic Honesty/Plagiarism and its Penalties

At NVCC we expect the highest standards of academic honesty. Plagiarism is defined as the use of another’s idea(s) or phrase(s) and representing that/those idea(s) as your own, either intentionally or unintentionally.  
First Incident of Plagiarism:  The first occurrence of plagiarism in your work will merit a “zero” for that paper.  You will not be allowed to resubmit the paper for a grade.  
Second Incident of Plagiarism:  If plagiarism is committed a second time, you will fail the course and a copy of the paper will be given to the Division Director.
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
